For decades we have been urged by IPCC and various AGW supporting scientists to urgently prepare for unprecedented global warming or there will be gloom and doom for the world. Yet only few years after the issue of their 2007 or latest report, exactly the opposite is happening. The entire planet is cooling and here is just some of the evidence.

CALGARY average Nov. to Mar. snowfall was 87 cm. Since the beginning of Nov. to the end of Mar. '09, they have been dumped on with 155 cm. This is a new record (at least to this point in the winter/spring season), and the records dates all the way back to 1885!

Vancouver – March snowfalls and extreme winter weather are expected to become the rule rather than the exception for B.C. in coming decades, climatologists say.

This winter’s uncharacteristic snowstorms, including five centimeters dumped on the Lower Mainland Monday and the December blizzards that stranded thousands of travelers, is evidence the region is entering a long period of lower temperatures.

The natural climate shift, known as the Pacific Decadal Oscillation, refers to the way winter temperatures in the Pacific Northwest appear to drop every 20 to 30 years.

“In the fifties and sixties, even into the early seventies, we had horrible, incredible snowfall events,” said David Jones, a meteorologist with Environment Canada. “We’ve been in a warm phase for a long time. The winters seemed to be getting milder.”

Those mild winters may be over for now.

Monday’s snowfall marked the third March snowfall since 1998, the year extreme snow in B.C. led researchers to believe a warm phase was ending.

In the 30 years prior to 1998, there were only two blizzards in March.

Sixty years ago, during the last cold period, there were 15 snowstorms in March.

Before that, “we had some really nasty winters around the turn of the (20th) century,” during the first recorded cold phase, Jones said.

Some climatologists debate the existence of the Pacific Decadal Oscillation.

Weather records in B.C. only began to be collected in the late 19th century.
Calgary June 7, 2009   snow fell for the first time since 1951 for this date. In Cypress Hills Interprovincial Park, which straddles the border between Alberta and Saskatchewan, forecasters reported a heavy snowfall. “We had a report from the park there was 15 centimeters on the ground and still snowing heavily,” said Dan Fulton with Environment Canada. “We will be expecting total snow there of about 20 or maybe even 25 centimeters (Saturday) in the park.”

A snow storm on Sunday has made this the snowiest winter on record in Spokane. The National Weather Service said 93.6 inches of snow has been recorded at Spokane International Airport this winter, breaking the record set in 1949-50

Bismarck, North Dakota had the snowiest winter on record at 100.2 inches
BISMARCK, N.D. (AP) Snow has fallen in Dickinson in June, 2009 the first time in nearly 60 years the city has seen snow past May.

GLOBAL EVIDENCE OF COOLING

. IPCC predicted unprecedented warming and projected 0.21C in each of the next two decades. The planet is actually cooling as measured by the composite of the 4 data sets at the least square trend rate of [-0.105 C/decade] since 2001. On an annual basis it has been cooling for three years.
