ICECAP, International Climate and Environmental Change Assessment Project, is the portal to all things climate for elected officials and staffers, journalists, scientists, educators and the public. It provides access to a new and growing global society of respected scientists and journalists that are not deniers that our climate is dynamic (the only constant in nature is change) and that man plays a role in climate change through urbanization, land use changes and the introduction of gases and aerosols, but who also believe that natural cycles such as those in the sun and oceans are also important contributors to the global changes in our climate and weather. We worry the sole focus on greenhouse gases and the unwise reliance on imperfect climate models while ignoring natural cycles and real data may leave civilization unprepared for a sudden climate reversal that history tells us will occur again, very possibly soon (may have already started). We worry also that bad forecasts lead to bad energy decisions and unwise regulatory policy, something we can ill afford in these economically tough times.
ICECAP provides timely access to our experts here in the United States and to experts and partner organizations worldwide, many of whom maintain popular web sites or insightful blogs or newsletters, write and present peer reviewed papers, have authored books and offer interviews to the media on climate issues. We spotlight new findings in peer-review papers and reports and rapidly respond to fallacies or exaggerations in papers, stories or programs and any misinformation efforts by the media, politicians and advocacy groups.
Since our launch in 2007 we have had over 5.6 million visits to our site. We are running over 100,000/week this year. An early survey showed our audience was mostly college educated and 45 to 65 years of age with a bias male. We have had readers from over 40 countries. We have a large audience in the US, Canada, Australia, New Zealand, the UK and Europe. 

 
We have 2300 stories on the site, all of which are archived and searchable by topic and author. Our special Climate Library features nearly 100 stories and peer review papers. We cover climate in politics (Political Climate), the Blogosphere (my and expert guest blogs), What’s New and Cool (new stories and papers in the news), Icecap in the News (our experts make news), the media (Icing the Hype) and They Said It (statements and announcements meriting attention). There are 17 total stories on the home page at all time, old stories rotate into the Cold Storage (archives).

The site is also an archive for filings with the US government on the inadequacies of the NOAA CCSP and the EPA GHG ANPR. Note our focus especially on the lack of data integrity in our global data bases mismanaged by our national centers at NOAA NCDC and NASA GISS.
