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Noted Frog Lover Wins Nobel Peace Prize!

Gore, who is said to also have had a career in politics, becomes the first out-of-the-closet frog lover to receive the prize, although former winners the Dalai Lama and Mother Teresa doubtless included frogs in their universal message of love.


WFPFFC Chaircreature Nestle J. Frobish hailed the Gore award. “It’s probably the most important event in the long battle for fair play for frogs since onetime Mad Butcher of the Swamps Jermoe R. Waldie repented, was shroven, and morphed into Brother Jerome,” Frobish declared.

Frobish remarked that Brother Albert might well be asked to explain himself at the next world gathering of pro-frog leaders, currently not scheduled.


The WFPFFC, founded by its chaircreature in 1961, has for 46 years been the world’s leading voice for fair play for frogs. It’s not even clear who or what is in second place.
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
